Titanium Dioxide: In a National Cancer Institute (NCI) leading study. T.Q2 was not carcinogenic to rats or mice at maximum tolerated do«e«. in another study, TICS cau»ed fibro«» and lung cancer In ratt expo*ed 10 250 mpyrrO by Inhalation. However, no effects wers seer at lower airborne concentrK'ooi.
